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���� �� Welcome to the July issue of the Newsletter. 
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The third Society Day of the Summer 2007 Season saw 
18 members of the Society travel to the High Legh 
course near Knutsford. The Society have not visited this 
particular course before, but it lived up to its reputation. 
 
Despite being one of the most distant course’s we’ve 
visited, our illustrious Chairman decided to travel on his 
own, apart from his co-driver Ian. After a last minute 
panic “give us a post code, give us a post code”, they 
were off, and generally did very well, though they were 
observed queuing on the wrong part of the M6 sliproad (good job there was a traffic incident or they 
would have sailed off in the wrong direction) and then, just short of the journeys end, was observed 
disappearing off into a housing estate – perhaps looking at a prospective Cheshire villa overlooking a 
golf course (sounds better than was just plain lost). 
 
Now High Legh actually consists of 27 holes of golf, with a range of 5 different ways of going round 
them. We were playing the South course, and the first hole was a bit of a trek from the practice green 
and not that easy to locate. Having said that, once you got going it was relatively easy, however one 
member was rumoured to have asked the course professional for the grid co-ordinates of each tee so he 
could get his GPS system going and not get lost. 
 
Over the days play some very consistently good golf was played by all the members, with the majority 
getting into the 30’s for the Stapleford score. The editor is not worldly wise enough about golf to 
determine if this means the course was easy, or just brought out the best in us.  
 
During one of the rounds there was an amount of on the course coaching. Looking down the 4th fairway 
from the tee, and having consulted the hastily purchased Course Yardage Book, Ian Taylor’s words of 
wisdom rang out; “given the rough on the left, the bunkers on the right and the water hazard sticking out 
further down, the safest place to be is on the fairway”. Now he may have said it softly, or with an accent 
that was not all that clear, but only one of his fellow players took the slightest notice and put his ball on 
the fairway; the other two went off like the Red Arrows, with balls way left and way right. 
 
Later on, looking at the approach shot to the green, and having consulted the Yardage book again, the 
words rang out as clear as ever “with bunkers to the left and back, and the water to the right, the safest 
place is on the green”.  
 
With coaching like that its no wonder that we all achieved good rounds . 
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All in all an impressive course, nice bacon butties, lovely after round food, and the 19th hole staff were 
very attractive too. As such I wouldn’t be surprised if the Society was to return another time try one or 
more of the other courses.

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Although golf is not as physically demanding as most other sports, it certainly doesn’t hurt to loosen up 
one’s muscles before a round. Here are a few simple exercises designed by Nigel to get you ready for the 
day’s play; 
 
�  Hold out your arm, make a fist, and shake it back and forth, then open the fist, palm facing inward, 

extend the middle finger, and pump your hand up and down. 
�  Kick at the ground, then stomp on it, first with your right foot, then with your left, then jump up and 

down. 
�  Take off your hat, grasp it in your hand, throw it on the ground, pick it up, and repeat. 
�  Raise your arms over your head, fists clenched, wave them vigorously, and let out a loud a scream as 

you can, holding it for at least 10 sec’s. 
�  Take a club out of your bag, or just use the one you have in your hand, then swing it up and down

You can’t just wander out on to a golf course and use any old thing to get your balls from A to B, no you 
can only use clubs which have been submitted to the R&A for approval, and that approval must have 
been obtained. Not surprisingly there are rules to cover the tools of the trade, namely;- 
 
Rule 4.1;- Wear & tear – a club that conforms with the Rules when new is deemed to 
conform after wear through normal use so long as it is only used to play golf with – 
if you use it for hockey or swatting flies it doesn’t count). Therefore the sets of old 
clubs you see around the course, usually accompanied by an old golfer, are 
perfectly acceptable, despite whatever wear and tear they have suffered. 
 
Rule 4.2;- During a stipulated round the playing characteristics of a club 
must not be purposely changed by adjustment or by any other means. This 
would mean that if you beat the ground with a club in frustration at your last 
shot not going inch perfect, you run the risk of altering the club, and thus making 
it unable to be used again during golf. 
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Rule 4.3;- Damaged clubs – if during a round a players club is damaged in the course 
of normal play, it may be used in its damaged state, repaired (so long as it doesn’t take 
long) or replaced with another conforming club. For the avoidance of doubt, beating 
the ground with your club after a bad shot is not classed as normal play. 
 
Rule 4.4;- Maximum of 14 clubs – the player must not start a round with more 
than 14 clubs, must never have more than 14 clubs during the round, and must 
finish with no more that 14 clubs. You don’t need to finish with the same 
number as you start with, which therefore means that clubs lost due to be 
thrown in to water hazards in frustration would not disqualify you. Throwing 
another players club in to a water hazard would disqualify you. 
 
So now you know, one of our Past captains, during a particularly bad round, could in theory in 
accordance with the rules of golf, end his round with only 2 or 3 clubs, the others having been declared 
void during the many displays of ‘spitting the dummy out’. 
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The next Society match, the Fourth of the Summer Season, is at Hawkstone Park Golf Course on the 29th 
July 2007, 0800 tee off, arrive 0700 for bacon��butties etc, Stapleford Competition format. It is rumoured 
that some members, having never known that there are 2 No. 6 o’clock's in the day, are going to stay up 
all night so they don’t over sleep. Whether this means that they will be able to focus when the reach the 
course no one know.
